Member Fall Mixer Putting Contest

Date: November 4, 2010
Time: 11:30 AM to 12:10 PM
Place: Onion Creek Club Putting Green

Pre-Contest:

Players electing to participate in the putting contest will pay an entry fee of $5 at
the golf registration desk, pick-up a score card/pencil and then proceed to the
starting point on the putting green.

Contest/Rules:

Each player will play their own ball on the first three holes and record the
number of strokes that they take. After one stroke on the fourth hole the Pro
Shop staff will measure how close the ball is from the hole and the player will
record that as their score on that hole. Measurement will be from the edge of the
hole closest to the ball and to the spot of the ball on the putting green. The total
score will be the strokes taken on holes 1-3 plus the distance in inches from the
hole on the last hole.

Example:  Leo the Legionnaire scores the following:
Hole #1 2
Hole #2 3
Hole #3 2

Hole #4 36 inches

Total 43
NOTE: If a ball goes out of bounds, then the player will bring it back in where it
first crossed the out of bounds line and take a one stroke penalty.

Post-Contest:

Each player will sign and turn-in their score card to Post golf volunteer(s) in the
area of the putting green. Players with the lowest three scores will be awarded a
cash prize during the Post-Mixer Awards Program.

NOTE: Cash prizes with be based on all entry fees collected for the contest
which will be divided and paid out according to the following formula: 1st place
50%; 2nd place 30%; and 3 place 20% (approximately).
